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What is an E-Safety ambassador?
An E-safety ambassador is a student who is chosen to make sure that other students are using online resources safely, they will also have the role of making sure all equipment is taken to classes and back correctly and reports are written if there are any problems.


What jobs are there?
Each year, our school will normally choose a number of representatives to be members of the E-Safety Ambassador team.

They will work as part of a team to make sure that pupils follow the right rules for keeping safe online, they will elect certain job roles to certain pupils so responsibility is shared.
What makes a good one?
A good E-Safety ambassador team is made up of pupils who listen to one another, pupils who attend all regular meetings and also pupils who make sure that when using online resources people are using them safely. 
Many schools have E-Safety Ambassador teams, but they are not all successful. These are some things that make the team effective:
· Regular meetings
· Class/Form councils that meet regularly
· Good communication between representatives and their class
· Training for school council members
· Smaller groups (subcommittees) working on specific events or issues
· A budget (however small)
· Annual evaluations

What will I gain from being on the E-Safety ambassador team at Athena?
Athena E-safety team is a great way for students to take on leadership roles, ensure the safety of others, problem solve and have an impact his or her school community. An E-Safety ambassador member has the role of making sure their peers keep safe online and they also make sure that the equipment is looked after so everyone can use it when they need to.
Being a part of the E-Safety Ambassador team truly gives you the opportunity to build the skills like leadership, communication, teamwork, organization and public speaking – all of which you need in your post 16 steps.


What is the role of being a E-Safety Ambassador Team Member at Athena School?
