What is a school council?
A school council is group of students who are chosen to represent the views of all pupils and to improve their school.

Each year, our school will normally choose a number of representatives to be members of the school council.
The council will then meet to elect officers such as:
· Chair – host the meeting, ensure everyone has a say
· Secretary – take down notes from the meeting
· Treasurer – note down potential costs of ventures
Sub groups will then be formed – ‘Mental Health and Wellbeing’, ‘School Environment’ and ‘Social and Fundraising’.

What makes a good one?
A good school council is one that represents the views of all students and gets things done.
Many schools have councils, but they are not all successful. These are some things that make a council effective:
· Regular meetings
· Class/Form councils that meet regularly
· Good communication between representatives and their class
· Training for school council members
· Smaller groups (subcommittees) working on specific events or issues
· A budget (however small)
· Annual evaluations

What will I gain from being on the School Council at Athena?
Athena school council is a great way for students to take on leadership roles, promote the voice of the students, problem solve and have an impact his or her school community. A school council member serves as the voice for their class and works with teachers to create a better learning environment.
Being a part of the school council truly gives you the opportunity to build the skills like leadership, communication, teamwork, organization and public speaking – all of which you need in your post 16 steps.


What is the role of being a School Council Member at Athena School?

You will bring back ideas, information and suggestions to your class and encourage your class to listen, discuss, share their views and, where necessary, vote on actions that need to be taken. You will help to organise charity events throughout the year.
